These activities focus on fun, water safety, 

and building fundamental skills in a relaxed, social setting. 

Here are the top summer sports for kids in New Zealand:

Water Sports & Beach Activities

● Surf Lifesaving/Nippers: A quintessential Kiwi summer activity for ages 7+, teaching water 

confidence, ocean safety, and beach skills.

● Swimming Lessons: Crucial for water confidence, with many options at local community pools 

(e.g., West Wave, Tepid Baths).

● Sailing & Kayaking: Many holiday programmes offer "Have a Go" days for kids aged 8+.

● Water Polo: A fast-paced team sport combining swimming, soccer, and basketball. 

Field & Court Sports

● Cricket: Various clubs offer "SuperSmash" programmes designed for juniors to learn basics 

through fun,, short-form games.

● Tennis: "Hot Shots" tennis is ideal for younger children, featuring smaller courts and softer balls.

● Touch Rugby: Popular in the evenings, offering a fast, low-contact version of rugby.

● Softball: A highly inclusive and popular summer team sport.
● Athletics (Track & Field): Clubs run programmes for all ages, often focusing on running, jumping, and throwing skills through initiatives like "Run Jump Throw".

Absence::

We need to 
know when you children are going to be away to avoid them being marked as ‘truant’.
 
Collecting Students during the school day:
If you need to collect your child for an appointment during the school day please contact the office 09 838 9318 or email 
office@edmonton-primary.school.nz to arrange. If possible please arrange to collect your child before or after the 
morning tea and lunch breaks, as it is difficult to find children during these times. Morning tea is 10.30 am until 11.00 
am, lunch from 12.30 pm until 1.20 pm.
 
Arriving Late:
Children must report to the office if they arrive after 8:55am
 
Hearing & Vision:
The National Public Health . Results of vision and hearing screening will be sent home with your child. The results may 
be shared with the school, including your Service – Northern region’s Vision and Hearing Screening team will be 
visiting our school during the school year to screen those in Years 0-2 who have not previously had their B4School 
screening or require a follow-up re-screen. If you do not want your child’s vision and hearing to be screened, please 
notify the school.
Results of vision and hearing screening will be sent home with your child. The results may be shared with the school, 
including your child’s teacher.
