Make Ombre Pinecones:
The Ombre Pinecone is great for children of all ages 
and skill levels. Just by painting the tips of 
pinecones in different shades of the same colour, the 
end result is beautiful and can be used to decorate 
your home all year round.
 
Instructions
1. Take your toothbrush and clean off any dirt or 
bugs (recommend doing this step outdoor).
 2. Take your paint brush and apply the first shade on 
to 1/4 of the pinecone (recommend starting with the 
darkest shade at the bottom of the pinecone and 
working your way up).
 3. Continue painting the next shade to the next 1/4 
of the pinecone.
 4. Repeat step 3 with the rest of the shades until you reach the top.

Hearing & Vision:
The National Public Health . Results of vision and hearing screening will be sent home with your child. The results may 
be shared with the school, including your Service – Northern region’s Vision and Hearing Screening team will be 
visiting our school during the school year to screen those in Years 0-2 who have not previously had their B4School 
screening or require a follow-up re-screen. If you do not want your child’s vision and hearing to be screened, please 
notify the school.
Results of vision and hearing screening will be sent home with your child. The results may be shared with the school, 
including your child’s teacher.
