Amazing Smile Facts for Kids
● You started smiling before you were born! Scientists have used 4D scans to see babies smiling in 

their mommy's tummy as early as 26 weeks!

● Smiling makes you a superhero: When you smile, your brain releases special chemicals called 

endorphins. These act like natural medicine to help you relax, lower your stress, and feel better 

when you are having a bad day.

● It's a superpower that's contagious: Smiles are like a domino effect! When you smile at someone, it 

actually makes their brain release happy chemicals too, which can make them smile right back.

● It's easier to smile than to frown: Scientists say it takes way more effort for your face to make a 

grumpy frown than it does to share a big, happy grin.

● People can see your happiness from far away: A smile is the easiest facial expression to recognize. 

People can see a smile from up to 300 feet away—that is the length of a whole football field!

● Even animals do it: Humans aren't the only ones! Animals like monkeys and chimpanzees have

Hearing & Vision:
The National Public Health . Results of vision and hearing screening will be sent home with your child. The results may 
be shared with the school, including your Service – Northern region’s Vision and Hearing Screening team will be 
visiting our school during the school year to screen those in Years 0-2 who have not previously had their B4School 
screening or require a follow-up re-screen. If you do not want your child’s vision and hearing to be screened, please 
notify the school.
Results of vision and hearing screening will be sent home with your child. The results may be shared with the school, 
including your child’s teacher.
